One-Acts Portfolio

Congratulations, you are on a very short list of society that is even capable of accomplishing what you have and will accomplish.  This portfolio will give you proof and a reminder to help learn and improve on.  Below is the Checklist with due dates.  I will give you 120 minutes (2 class periods) with a computer lab to accomplish this.  You will receive a 0 if it is not turned in on time.  When you are turning it in please organize it, you need to be proud of your work and present it in a clean and organized fashion.  Get busy, get to work, this is what you have to do on Monday and Tuesday of this week.

Descriptions of Portfolio pieces

Set Design


Create a drawing where all the furniture will go in your set for your one-act.  Make it an overhead viewpoint.  An overhead view is a birds eye view that designates where everything in the play will reside.  The area to perform is in front of the act curtain.  I have drawings of this on graph paper, 4 squares equal 1 foot.

Design


Create a design that will go on the poster and that will go on the t-shirt.  It needs to be attractive, relevant, and marketable.  This needs to be presented on a computer sheet (8x11inch) white paper-it can be drawn or computer animated.
Pictures


Take pictures during rehearsal and final performance as if you were presenting your work to other directors. (You must have 5 or more photos of rehearsal and 5 or more photos of performance).

Blocking


Copy two pages of dialogue from your script and write down the movements that you gave to your cast members.  Be as clear as possible.  The blocking codes that I encourage you to use are D for downstage, U for upstage, R for right, L for left, X for cross, E for exit or enter, or you could write down the whole word and specify exactly what is occurring in the scene.

Play Interpretation


Read the play and decide what the playwright’s intent was when they created this work.  Then decide your vision of the play and discuss in a one-page paper how you will demonstrate impart your interpretation to the audience.  In this paper you should include what attracted you to the one-act, what you think and believe the theme is for your play and how you will represent the playwright’s intent with your directing.

Rehearsal Schedule


Attach a three month schedule in your portfolio.  This should show when and where your rehearsal took place.

Final Analysis


This if a reflective essay that will focus on your improvement in the theatrical world.  


In your analysis you will want to include comments that your students wrote down about you in their director’s survey.


Focus on positive traits that you displayed as a director, then focus on where you think you could improve and then have a conclusion that ties everything in together and focuses on how you would go about directing your next one-act.  This should be 2 full pages long (minimum).  Do not include the title on this page or the date or your name, I want two FULL pages!!
